 Prayer is the activity of speaking to God. 
 

 A prayer is the words a person says when they speak to God. They should 

take a little time and say a prayer for the people on both sides. 

Four (4) possible content of Prayer 
 

 Adoration 
 Confession 
 Thanksgiving 
 Supplication 

 

Adoration 
 

 Is respect, reverence, strong admiration or devotion in a certain person, 

place, or thing. The term comes from the Latin adōrātiō, meaning "to give 

homage or worship to someone or something". 

Confession 
 

 To tell or make known (something, such as something wrong or damaging to oneself). 
 Admit he confessed his guilt. 
 To acknowledge (sin) to God or to a priest. 
 To receive the confession of (a penitent). 
 To declare faith in or adherence to: profess 

 

Thanksgiving 
 

 The act of giving thanks; grateful acknowledgment of benefits or favors, especially to 
God. 

 

 An expression of thanks, especially to God. 
 A public celebration in acknowledgment of divine favor or kindness. 
 A day set apart for giving thanks to God. 

 

Supplication 
 

 Also known as petitioning. Is a form of prayer, wherein one party humbly or 

earnestly asks another party to provide something, either for the party who is 

doing the supplicating? 

 (e.g., "Please spare my life.") Or on behalf of someone else.
