5. SEVERINO MONTANO

Hailed as the Titan of the Philippine

was a top caliber playwright, theater
artist, and director who took up degrees

Became the dean of the Philippine Normal College where he founded Arena
Theater in 1953. The Arena Theater served the grassroots and promoted drama
to the masses through school-community theaters. He also developed graduate
programs for theater arts in the PNC, which produced equally talented artists like
National Artists Lino Brocka and Rolando Tinio.

1. FERNANDO C. AMORSOLO

Philippines first National Artist on
April 28, 1972, four days after his
death. He was given the title the
“Grand Old Man of Philippine Art”
for his influential style and
technique that has inspired
generations of artists. He is well-
known for his genre paintings and
landscapes and his idealized
depiction of the dalagang Filipina.
