Equip 
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1. Concise - the background should not be written too long. Be sure to avoid including 

too many citations or including detailed tables, graphs, or figures when writing your 

introduction unless they are absolutely necessary. 

2. Clear - the background should be written using simple easy to understand words with a 

minimum of complicated technical terminologies or jargon. 

3. Persuasive - the background should be written in a way that will convince readers that 

the study is interesting, important, and worth reading. 

 
A. RATIONALE OF THE STUDY 

 Rationale renders an exposition of the situation that has made the study 
necessary. 

 Rationale should be two to four pages only and has four paragraphs or four 
main parts.  

 
 
 

HOW TO WRITE A RATIONALE OF THE STUDY 

 FIRST PART 

 Provides a narrative hook to the reader (Creswell, 2007) 

 Narrative Hook could be in a form of statement written by a famous writer or it could be in a 

form of quotation that connects to your title. 

 Narrative Hookcauses the readers to pay attention and elicits emotional and attitudinal 

response from the reader.

What is RELATED LITERATURE? 

 

- designed to provide an overview of sources you have explored while researching a particular 
topic and to demonstrate your readers how your research fits within a larger field of study. 
 

- Usually these are from survey books, scholarly articles and other resources relevant to the 
area of research. (Fink, Arlene 2014) 

 

 THIRD PART 

 

 The main purpose of RATIONALE is to present justification of the study. 

  It means that in your third part of your rationale, you have to present problematic situations 

to justify that there is a need to conduct the study.  

 Citing problems that are connected to your study is a proof that there is a must to conduct the 

study in order for us to find solution for those existing problems. 

 Problematic situation related to your study can be found in the internet or in 

newspapers. Just make sure that these problematic situations are coming from a reliable 

source.  

Confidence, creativity of topics and speaking competence are the key of 

improvements when speaking to the audience (Elsevier Ltd., 2010). Confidence can 

enhance the speaking skills of the students and creativity can also improve the skill to be 

developed and enhanced as of means of effective communication. Students have 

difficulties in terms of speaking because mostly they do not have enough confidence and 

creativity in facing the crowd.   

 According to Yulia Morozova (2013), having a good speaking skill can also lead to 

effective communication, but most learners are not able to communicate in English 

fluently because they used to speak vernacular. According to Lai- Mei Leong and 

Soyedeh Masoumen Ahmadi (2017), most of the students find it  difficult to express 

themselves because they usually face problems in using the foreign language in 

expressing their thoughts. They generally face problems in finding the suitable words to 

use. The learners hardly express their thoughts using foreign language because of not 

having the right word to use, being conscious in speaking, afraid of being criticized by 

others or having not enough ability in using the English language.  

  Harmer (2007) and Pourhosein Gilakjani (2016) states that communication is a 

complex process because speaker needs to communicate and transmit information to the 

receiver and also the receiver should response to the message received from the 

speaker, a vice versa process. Basically, they should act as both listener and receiver to 

have an effective communication. Furthermore, Tuan and Mai (2015) found out that lack 

of students’ motivation and lack of vocabulary are some factors that causes a hard 

performance of students in speaking. Students should be motivated to use English 

Language in speaking, when students lack motivation, they tend to be afraid to use 

English in front of the public for they are only motivated to use their Mother tongue in 

speaking. In addition, students should be engaged in school activities focusing on 

enhancing students’ vocabulary for this will help to enhance students’ proficiency in 

speaking.

There are a lot of countries encounter difficulties in speaking the English 

language such as in Indonesia because students in their country suffer anxieties in 

speaking English for oral communicative purposes (Haidara, 2016). In their country, 

English become the main foreign language which given more importance than any 

language that taught in Indonesia. Also in Nigeria, learners in their country face 

some factors causing problems in learning English as their second language, 

problems with the use of grammar and tenses. 

 There are more than five hundred different languages in Nigeria and none of it 

is close or has anything in common to each other, one of it is the English language. 

From the time they started learning English, they have problems with pronunciation 

and the usage of the language. Their mother tongue comes with accent and so this 

accent often interferes with word pronunciation, other problem is the usage and 

placement of stress in English words, unlike the native English speakers who acquire 

it naturally; English language learners in Nigeria have to learn how to apply it in the 

right places. 

 In Nigeria they suffer on lack of qualified teachers of English language 

because of this, schools are affected negatively because even teachers sometimes 

use vernacular in teaching. Another is the lack of reading and listening skills, most 

Nigerians don’t read English literature while growing up, so even if they are learning 

the English language at school, but still not assisted with reading tools and culture 

this will not still lead to effective communication.   The learners of our country face 

some factors of difficulties in English language too. Students hesitate to answer 

questions, express their ideas, share their knowledge, and speak up because of the 

things that should be considered in English language such as grammar, punctuation, 

intonation, and others.
